Disposal Directions Governing Official Mainland China Trips by Personnel of the Ministry of Education and Affiliated Agencies and Schools
Formulated by T.J.J.(3) No.1020050869 of the Ministry of Education on June 11, 2013
Amended by T.J.J.(3) No.1020050869 of the Ministry of Education on September 4, 2014 and
 shall take effect on January 1, 2013
Amended by T.J.J.(3) No.1040017239 on August 20, 2015 and shall take effect immediately.

Article 1
The Directions were formulated by the Ministry of Education (hereinafter referred to as “the Ministry”) to govern plans of official Mainland China trips by personnel of the Ministry and affiliated agencies and schools in accordance with Article 10 in the Directions Governing Official Mainland China Trips by Personnel of Executive Yuan and Affiliated Agencies.

Article 2
Affiliated national junior college and institutions of higher education of the Ministry (hereinafter referred to as “national junior college and institutions of higher education”) shall execute plans of official Mainland China trips by personnel in accordance with the Directions.
      The plans of official Mainland China trips by personnel of the Ministry and affiliated agencies (including university hospital) and public schools at senior high school level or below should be executed in accordance with the Directions Governing Official Mainland China Trips by Personnel of Executive Yuan and Affiliated Agencies unless there are other rules set in the Directions.
Article 3
The Ministry and affiliated agencies and schools shall develop annual plans of official Mainland China trips by personnel in accordance with related rules of the Directions for Preparation of Yearly Budget and Budget Estimates Preparing Notices made by Executive Yuan and the following principles:

1. It is necessary for official affairs with actual benefits.
2. It is beneficial for the development of Cross-Strait relations or for people.
3. It is necessary for promoting the exchange programs.
4. The number of members and travel days shall be simplified. 
5. Make the order of priority based on the importance related to the official affairs.
Plans of official Mainland China trips by personnel made by national junior college and institutions of higher education shall be implemented after being approved by the Ministry.
Article 4
The Ministry and affiliated agencies and schools shall implement the plans of official Mainland China trips by personnel based on the following principles: 
1. The proper person to be selected should be familiar with the official affairs with professional ability and able to complete the assignment, and it is not allowed to select mechanic, janitor, temporary worker, businesspeople, and dispatched worker for the trip. 

2. Schedule the plans properly to not affect other official affairs.
3. Simplify the number of members, arrange the itinerary appropriately, and select members who are related to the official affairs.   
4. Collect relevant information, make the plan of Mainland China trip in detailed, and be well-prepared.
5. It is not allowed to accept sponsorships from agencies, schools, groups or individuals that are subsidized or commissioned by the Ministry and affiliated agency and school to cover the personnel’s expenses of the Mainland China trip.
6. Implement the review and application of the report of Mainland China trip exactly, and enhance the mechanism of follow-up, management and evaluation.

    The official Mainland China trips by personnel of the Ministry implemented by the units of the Ministry should use the annual budget under the item of expenses of Mainland China trip, and it is allowed for other agencies, schools, groups or individuals to cover the personnel’s expenses of Mainland China trip.
    Where there is a necessity to send personnel to Mainland China for temporary business, or in the cases that the fund resources come from project management fee, subsidy or commission fee, it shall be conducted in accordance with the Directions Governing Official Mainland China Trips by Personnel of Executive Yuan and Affiliated Agencies.
Article 5 
National junior college and institutions of higher education shall execute the plans of Mainland China trip exactly as approved based on Article 3, and if the plans need to be changed for specific reasons, or there is necessity to send personnel to Mainland China due to temporary business, it shall be evaluated strictly; except for the situations listed in Article 6, the required fund shall be covered under the item of expenses of Mainland China trip within the budget.
Article 6 
When national junior college and institutions of higher education need to send personnel to Mainland China due to the following situations, the schools shall make it as priority to review and adjust the original annual budget plan, and make strict evaluations in accordance with the procedure regulated in the previous articles, and the fund shall be covered under the item of expenses of Mainland China trip; when the budget for Mainland China trip is insufficient indeed and it is necessary to adjust the annual budget, the school may adjust the budget up to 10% of the original total amount for Mainland China trip and make evaluations strictly:

1. Participate in the conference or activity held in Mainland China at short notice, which is recognized by Mainland China Affairs authority or industry competent authority. 
2. When a major incident happens in Mainland China and it is necessary to go and deal with it in an emergency.
3. Other major and emergent event which is recognized by Mainland affairs authority or industry competent authority that it is necessary to go to Mainland China to deal with it.
Where there is a necessity for the aforementioned school to send personnel to Mainland China for temporary business, and if the fund resources come from project management fee, or subsidy or commission fee of the Ministry, it shall be submitted to the Ministry for approval. The subsidy plan without requirement to submit to the Ministry for approval is the exemption.
Article 7 
Official Mainland China Trips by Personnel of affiliated agencies and school of the Ministry shall be evaluated strictly by the Head of agencies/schools before the approval; official leave application of the Head of agencies/schools for the trip to Mainland China shall be submitted to the Ministry for approval.
Article 8 
National junior college and institutions of higher education shall make strict evaluations to the cases that expenses of official Mainland China trip are within one-third quota on the Fund of Promoting Technology Research and Development.
Regarding to the case that the aforementioned schools that the fund resources of the official Mainland China trips by personnel come from self-raised fund in accordance with Article 3, Section 1, Clause 2 in the National University Endowment Fund Establishment Act shall review the cases based on the guidelines of expenditure management set by each school. 
Article 9 
The personnel of the Ministry and affiliated agencies sent for official Mainland China trips shall go to the approved area or city and the period, and it is not allowed to transit to other area or city to study or travel without permission.

Article 10 
Personnel sent by the Ministry and its affiliated agencies and schools shall follow the Notices for Government Personnel to Participate in Cross-Strait Exchange Activities and submit a report within one month after returning to Taiwan; except for the classified cases, it applies to the Key Points for Comprehensive Handling of Overseas Reports of the Executive Yuan and its Subordinate Agencies.
Article 11 
The implementation of official trips to Hong Kong and Macau by personnel of the Ministry and afflicted agencies and schools is allowed to apply to the Directions.
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
