Tainan National University of the Arts Principles for Subsidies for Incoming Exchange Activities and Visit of Foreign Scholar and Artist
Reviewed and approved by the 17th Administrative Meeting of School Year 2007

Reviewed and amended by the 4th Administrative Meeting of School Year 2012

I. Tainan National University of the Arts Principles for Subsidies for Incoming Visit of Foreign Scholar and Artist (hereinafter referred to as “the Principles”) were formulated to encourage various departments/units to promote international academic exchange activities actively.
II. The department/unit may apply for subsidy to promote international academic exchange activities for the following situation: 
i. Where there are temporary needs to hold international academic exchange activities.
ii. The change of an approved plan for international academic exchange activity causes the fund related to the Principles is insufficient.
iii. The department/unit shall apply for the fund from institutions such as National Science Council as the first priority, and if it is failed to apply or the subsidy granted is insufficient, the department/unit may submit an explanation report to apply for subsidy.

III. Items of academic exchange fund that may be subsidized under the Principles are as follows: 
i. International flight ticket: airfare that cost the foreign scholars and artists coming to Taiwan.

ii. Travel expenses: domestic transportation, meals and accommodation fee paid for foreign scholars.

iii. Other expenses: other expenses related to the reception.
IV. To apply for the subsidy, please fill out Subsidy Application for Incoming Visit of Foreign Scholar and Artist and hand in to the International Exchange Center and Accounting Office for countersignature, and then report to the President to approve the amount of subsidy within the budget.
V. The subsidy for the department/unit is up to NT$30,000 per year in principle.
VI. The plan which is granted for subsidy shall be executed exactly, and if it is necessary to modify or change the plan for specific reasons, submit it for the President’s approval and then execute the plan within the originally approved budget, and this is limited for one time.
VII. The funds required by the Principles will be covered by the Fund of Promoting Technology Research and Development of the University.
VIII. The Principles will take effect after being passed by Administrative Meeting of the University and approved by the President. The same applies to any later amendments made.
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
